Overview:

This major new hospital development in Mountain
Ash, Mid Glamorgan, is set to bene t from a leading-
edge security systems courtesy of CDS Systems.
Security of patients and staff is considered a top
priority by the local NHS trust, but the Trust is equally
keen to be showing responsible use of taxpayer’s
money and so requested a cost-effective solution.

The £47m hospital, which will feature 128 beds and
an 18 chair dental centre, is set to be completed
in 2011, with CDS responsible for the design and
installation of its integrated security system after
being appointed by Vinci Construction.

The project is set to include large-scale CCTV

with access control and other integrated security
services.
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Project description

CDS’ solution consists of a modern, value-based
scheme aligned with the client’s speci crequirements.

A central control room is to be installed to manage
the system, which will link the building’s security
systems via an IP network.

The system combines hospital-wide CCTV cameras
and an advanced access control scheme which
allows limited access for staff to restricted areas. In
addition, CDS is integrating a complex baby tagging
security system, designed to raise an alarm should
any newborn — tted with a special ankle bracelet — be
taken away from authorised areas.

The system will allow for immediate playback from
CCTV cameras in the relevant areas should this
occur, as well as displaying access control records for
the area in question. The system is one being looked
at by numerous hospitals around the country and
CDS is aiming to establish itself as a leading player in
this market.
