Overview:
The merging councils of South Oxfordshire and Vale 

of Whitehorse put the contract for the maintenance 

of their public access space CCTV out to tender, 

seeking the best value solution from a supplier with a 

proven track record of quality service work.

The network exists over several of the area’s major 

towns (e.g. Abingdon, Didcot etc) in central England, 

and is a high-value project with an initial three-year 

phase.

CDS Systems was appointed by the joint council for 

this phase, ousting a strong incumbent competitor 

work on account of its experience in dealing with 

complex CCTV systems spread over wide areas.

Project description 	
The two councils’ combined CCTV system consists 

of over 80 high-end cameras in public access spaces 

such as town centres and shopping avenues. CDS 

had previously been responsible for the installation 

of some aspects of the scheme, so was already 

acquainted with the particular challenges of the area 

(including the bespoke ‘heritage’-style CCTV posts 

and mountings, in keeping with the atmosphere of 

the locations).

The maintenance contract covers all the councils’ in-

situ CCTV cameras plus the �bre optic network and 

state of the art control room (a 24hr manned, digital 

recording setup). CDS was able to offer the councils 

a scheme based on two comprehensive routine 

surveys each year, with additional emergency call 

out in just four hours, should the requirement arise. 

The project represents a major step for CDS into 

this area of the UK and will act as a springboard for 

further schemes.
